
The Object of Rotary
The Object of Rotary is to encourage and foster
the ideal of service as a basis of worthy
enterprise and, in particular, to encourage and
foster:

FIRST: The development of acquaintance as an
opportunity for service;

SECOND: High ethical standards in business and
professions; the recognition of the worthiness of
all useful occupations; and the dignifying of each
Rotarian's occupation as an opportunity to serve
society;

THIRD: The application of the ideal of service in
each Rotarian's personal, business, and
community life;

FOURTH: The advancement of international
understanding, goodwill, and peace through a
world fellowship of business and professional
persons united in the ideal of service.

Founder of Rotary
Paul P. Harris (1868-1947), a lawyer, was the
founder of Rotary, the world’s first international
service club. Rotary is an organization of
business and professional men and women
united worldwide who provide humanitarian
service, promote high ethical standards in all
vocations and help build good will and peace
in the world.
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Club Number 127
Rotary was founded in Chicago, Illinois, on February 23, 1905.
Now past its century mark, Rotary has become the world’s
premier civic organization of its kind.

This worldwide organization of business and professional
leaders provides humanitarian service, encourages high
ethical standards in all vocations, and helps build goodwill and
peace in the world. Approximately 1.2 million Rotarians belong
to more than 34,000 clubs in nearly 200 countries and
geographical areas.

In the beginning, each club was “numbered,” Chicago being
Club #1. The establishment of a Rotary club was mandated
only to “the larger communities,” and it quickly spread all
across the country, and into many foreign countries. By 1914,
more than 20,000 persons were named “Rotarians” and the
club numbering system reached past 100 clubs.

Dr. George B. Smith of Rome, Georgia, visiting Macon,
Georgia, saw a club in action in that city. He made proposals
to Rotary executives in Birmingham, Alabama. (The three
states of Georgia, Florida and Alabama were in the same
Rotary district.) Even though Rome was deemed too small to
have a club, an appeal was made to the national organization.
They determined that Rome could be chartered as an
“experiment.”

On October 1, 1914, Rome was chartered, and thus became
the first club in a city of less than 25,000 ever to be brought
under the Rotary banner. Rotary International was so
impressed that three different national presidents visited this
club during its early years.

As total charters grew, literally thousands of clubs were
founded around the world, and the numbering system was
dropped because of obvious difficulties with so many clubs.
Thus, Rome wears its original banner as Club Number 127
with great pride. The numbering system has evolved over the
years, and Rotary International has now assigned our club the
number 4187 for identification purposes.

Rotary International has its roots in an endowment fund
established as The Rotary Foundation in 1928. The
Foundation launched its graduate fellowship program, now
called Ambassadorial Scholarships, following the death of
founder Paul Harris in 1947 with more than U.S. $2 million
given in his memory. Today, contributions to The Rotary
Foundation total more than U.S. $80 million annually and
support numerous initiatives designed to bring about
international understanding and hope throughout the world.
One powerful success story is Rotary International’s historic
commitment in 1985 to immunize all of the world’s children
against polio. As a result, Rotary is the largest private-sector
contributor in this effort and, by mobilizing thousands of
volunteers, has immunized more than one billion children
worldwide.

The Rotary Foundation is our bridge to International Service,
supporting the efforts of Rotary International in achieving the
Object of Rotary, Rotary’s mission, and world peace and
understanding through local, national, and international
programs.

Every Rotarian, Every Year

The Every Rotarian, Every Year effort embodies seven
marketing goals to encourage Rotarians worldwide to
participate fully in their Rotary Foundation through both their
spirit of volunteerism and their generosity. Endorsed by the
Foundation’s Trustees and the Rotary International Board of
Directors, the purpose of the Every Rotarian, Every Year
initiative is twofold:

• Encourage Every Rotarian to participate in a Foundation
humanitarian or educational project that truly makes a
difference in the world, Every Year;

• Encourage Every Rotarian to contribute to the Foundation’s
Annual Programs Fund toward the worldwide U.S. $100 per
capita annual giving goal, and Every Year thereafter.

Paul Harris Fellows (PHF)

Paul Harris, founder of Rotary in 1905 in Chicago, was an
attorney prominent in civic and professional work. When he
passed away in 1947 his dream of an organization to provide
an opportunity for camaraderie and service had grown from an
informal meeting of four to some six thousand clubs brought
together through the service and fellowship of Rotary.

An individual who contributes $1,000 to the Rotary
Foundation’s Annual Programs Fund is recognized as a Paul
Harris Fellow (PHF). Members have PHF next to their
information in the Member Section of this Roster to denote
this level of giving.

Rotary Foundation Sustaining
Members

All members who contribute $100 or more per year to the
Annual Programs Fund are recognized as Sustaining Paul
Harris Members. The Rome Rotary Club collects these funds
and forwards them to the Rotary Foundation on behalf of each
member. When $1,000 has been collected in your name, you
will be named a Paul Harris Fellow.
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Georgia Rotary Student Program
(GRSP) Districts 6900-6910-6920

In 1946, with World War II still fresh in everyone’s mind, two
Georgia Rotarians independently proposed to promote the
ideals of international service and world peace through
scholarship programs for international students. Past District
Governor William A. Watt of Thomasville persuaded District
165, which then comprised the entire State of Georgia, to
underwrite a scholarship program that would bring students
from all over the world to Georgia’s public and private colleges
and universities. Rotarian Kendall Weisiger of Atlanta,
similarly inspired, convinced the Rotary Educational
Foundation of Atlanta, established in 1923, to include
international students in its scholarship awards. Today the
Georgia Rotary Student Program fulfills the goals of these two
men.

The Georgia Rotary Student Program offers a group of
international students the opportunity to study for one year in
a college or university in Georgia. The students are adopted
by a host family, but live on campus at the school they attend.
All three Georgia Districts (6900, 6910 and 6920) participate
in the program.

During the 2012-2013 school year, GRSP will bring 55
students from all over the world to Georgia to study. This
year’s group includes 14 male students and 41 female
students. Twenty countries are represented in this class and
these students will attend 28 colleges and universities in
Georgia. To date, 3,362 students, all Ambassadors of their
respective countries, have participated in the program.

Rome Rotarians are encouraged to make contributions to the
Georgia Students Endowment Fund. Although donations of
any amount are welcome, members will be named Will Watt
Fellows if they contribute $1,000 to the GRSP Endowment, or
Hue Thomas Fellows if they contribute $2,500 or more. Efforts
continue to raise an Endowment Fund that will assure GRSP’s
future indefinitely.

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Notable Community Projects

Rotary builds communities in many ways. The following
projects are some examples of how Rome Rotary Club builds
our community.

The Garden Center
In the mid-1920s, the founder of our Rome Rotary Club, Dr.
George Smith, gave a piece of property on East Second
Avenue, across from the present day YMCA and next to the
Second Avenue Methodist Church, to establish a Boy Scout
Hut. At the time, our Rotary Club sponsored Troop #3 and
various Rotarians served as scoutmasters. At a later date, the
hut was moved a block away to the corner of East Eighth
Street and Darlington Way, where it continued to meet the
needs of both the Cub and Boy Scouts of this area.

By the 1970s, the needs of Scouting had changed and the
building no longer held the importance to Scouting that it once
did. Rome Rotary Club offered the property and building to the
then 25-year-old organization, the Rome Federated Garden
Clubs. The organization consists of 10 local garden clubs that
maintain beautiful properties in our area on a volunteer basis.
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After a two-year renovation, the Boy Scout Hut reopened as a
Garden Center on May 17, 1976. To this day, the Rome
Federated Garden Clubs continues to preserve this location,
while using it to beautify Rome, as well as to educate its
citizens. The organization holds meetings, educational
workshops, children’s programs, and small flower shows at
the center. Rome’s active groups of gardeners have received
regional, state and national honors, and their service to Rome
is a classic example of Rotary’s motto: “Service Above Self.”

Rotary Park
In 1976, Rome Rotary Club created a park for the citizens of
the area in the heart of downtown Rome. Located just a block
off Broad Street on East Sixth Avenue, Rotary Park offers a
shady and restful spot where folks can come to find a quiet
moment, have a bite of lunch, read a book, or just enjoy the
birds, the flowers and the passing world. Several couples
have chosen to be married in the park.

The Thistle Garden Club of Rome deserves a special
recognition for their ongoing dedication to the maintenance of
beautiful Rotary Park. Since the park’s opening, the members
of Thistle Garden Club have given countless hours of their
time to Rotary Park. In 2006, the Club was instrumental in
having Rotary Park declared a National Blue Star By-Way
location, a counterpart to the Blue Star Highways nationwide.
In 2008, the Thistle Garden Club celebrated 50 years of
service to Rome.
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Rotary Memorial Wall
In 1995, our Rome Rotary Club gave the citizens of Rome the
Rotary Memorial Wall. Inscribed on the wall are the names of
all the known persons from Rome and Floyd County who gave
their lives in military service in exchange for America’s
freedom. The Memorial Wall overlooks the Oostanaula River
downtown, between the Roman Forum and Floyd County’s
Government Building. It is a gathering spot for citizens who
come to pay tribute to those who died in defense of our
country in wars and conflicts that include World War I through
Operation Desert Storm.

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Attendance

Membership in Rotary is an honor and a privilege, and every
privilege has its corresponding obligations. Rotary is like
everything else – you get out of it what you put into it.

One of the special obligations of membership is regular
attendance at weekly meetings. Attendance is the basic
method of fulfilling the principle of fellowship and service. With
your attendance, you will become one of the millions of
Rotarians to promote the ideals of Rotary, not only in Rome,
Georgia, but around the world.

Rotary International requires that a member attend or make
up at least 50% of regular club meetings each half of the
Rotary year. At least 30% of the meetings a member attends
must be at the member’s home club in these same periods. If
a member does not meet this obligation, the member will be
subject to membership termination. Also, a member who fails
to attend or makeup four (4) consecutive meetings will be
subject to termination.

If you must miss a meeting, there are ways to make up a
meeting. You may attend another club's meeting within two (2)
weeks before or two (2) weeks after your missed meeting.
Nearby club meetings are listed in this directory and a
worldwide guide is available for sale from Rotary International.

Other ways to make up a meeting include attending an
Interact meeting or a Rotoract meeting, utilizing the makeup
option at the Rotary International website at
www.RotaryEClubOne.org, Attending the annual District 6910
conference, or attending any called District level committee
meeting. See the Rome Rotary club Constitution for details
and additional ways to make up.

Note that makeups do not count towards the 30% home club
attendance requirement, but do count to avoiding missing four
consecutive meetings and do count to meet the 50% regular
club meeting requirement.
